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RESUMO

Introducéo: A violéncia € um crescente problema de saude publica, que afeta individuos,
familias, comunidades e paises. Considerando a relevancia da exposi¢do a violéncia na
saude dos adolescentes. Objetivo: ldentificar as prevaléncias de diferentes tipos de
violéncia nessa faixa etaria. Percurso Metodolégico: Trata-se de um estudo de revisado da
literatura, cuja busca foi realizada nas bases de dados LILACS e MEDLINE, e foram
adotados o0s seguintes descritores: "adolescente", "violéncia", "epidemiologia" e
"prevaléncia”, combinados pelos operadores booleanos AND e OR. Foram incluidos
estudos originais que tenham avaliado a prevaléncia da violéncia entre adolescentes
brasileiros, considerando os sujeitos com idades entre 10 e 19 anos, de ambos 0S sexos.
Resultados: A busca foi limitada a publicac6es nos idiomas inglés e portugués; e o periodo
de publicacao considerado foi de 2016 a 2018. Com relacédo ao tipo de violéncia, observou-
se gue o maior numero de estudos investigou bullying e violéncia familiar. Também foram
encontrados estudos sobre exposicdo a violéncia, violéncia no namoro e experiéncias
adversas na infancia. Consideragfes Finais: As prevaléncias de envolvimento com
violéncia variaram de 6,4% (briga com arma de fogo) a 90,1% (violéncia no namoro). A
presenca da violéncia na vida dos adolescentes € preocupante e requer estratégias de
enfrentamento, além de medidas preventivas.
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ABSTRACT

Introduction: Violence is a growing public health problem that affects individuals, families,
communities and countries. Considering the relevance of exposure to violence in the health
of adolescents. Objective: Identify the prevalence of different types of violence in this age
group. Methodological Path: A literature review study, whose search was carried out in the
LILACS and MEDLINE databases, and the following descriptors were adopted:
"adolescent”, "violence", "epidemiology" and "prevalence", combined by the Boolean
operators AND and OR. Original studies that have assessed the prevalence of violence
among Brazilian adolescents, including subjects aged between 10 and 19 years, of both
sexes, were included. Results: The search was limited to publications in English and
Portuguese; and the publication period considered was from 2016 to 2018. Regarding the
type of violence, it was observed that the largest number of studies investigated bullying and
family violence. Studies on exposure to violence, dating violence and adverse childhood
experiences were also found. Final Considerations: The prevalence of involvement with
violence ranged from 6.4% (fighting with firearms) to 90.1% (dating violence). The presence
of violence in the lives of adolescents is worrying and requires coping strategies, in addition
to preventive measures.
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
